The Airnasium concept is being introduced at YMCAs across the U.S. as a
solution to accommodate flexible and multi-functional, open-air programming. In

deploying this concept, membership and program areas expand into both new and
renovated pavilion structures. A synthetic turf “studio” space accommodates an
assortment of activities, including fitness programs, day camp activities, and
outdoor yoga classes – in fresh air, and protected from the elements. Shaded
lounge areas provide for socially-distanced community gathering and queuing. The

Airnasium is adaptable to a all pavilion sizes, ranging from a small studio space to
a large multi-field / space configuration.
